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Abstract.
The The conquest of Constantinople in 1453 became the highlight of the world one of the triggering of Turkey's president Recep Tayip Erdogan changed the policy of the Hagia Sophia Museum's status to mosques. It gets a tremendous response from the world community, especially from the West and Islam. Pros and cons arise because they assess the status of Hagia Sophia is a world heritage that can not change its status and must be a cultural property. From the stronghold in favor of arguing that it is the right and freedom of a country to change its identity with the support of its people. While those who reject the status of the change are due to access to visit the holiest and sacred places will have difficulties so it will be difficult to visit them freely. This research is descriptive with a qualitative methodology. It used this methodology to explain a phenomenon that is happening now regarding the issue of Hagia Sophia. As Muslims must make wise decisions by its history through historical approaches with heuristic stages, criticism, interpretation, and historiography.
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1   Introduction
Recently President Recep Tayip Erdogan made the world's renown decisions especially for Muslims and Christians. How not, the monument of historical building namely Hagia Sophia which was originally Museum since the year 1934 converted mosque. Thus the policy raises the pros and cons of Muslims and Christians in the world. One of the coming responses is from a Western country including the United States who said it was deeply disappointed by the Turkish decision to revamp the relics of the Eastern Roman Empire (Constantinople) which was converted from the Museum to the mosque and urged immediately to access heritage relics of the World Cultural Reserve can be accessed by various parties. One of the pillars of Turkey also threw the same thing as Grecce. Prime Minister Grecce Kyriakos Mitsotakis in the extent of his statement said that the Turkish decree was examined to transform the Hagia Sophia Museum into a mosque is an offensive greeting for people who recognized the monument as a World Heritage site. Not only from the country's western cons, from the Muslims there who support Turkish policy is one of their Palestinian group of Hamas. According to Rafat Mura, head of the International office of Hamas through a written statement from the website of Anadolu Agency on Saturday 11 July 2020 which said that making Hagia Sophia a place of worship of Muslims boast for Muslims in the world.  He supported and welcomed the Turkish decision to convert the Hagia Sophia Museum into a mosque. The status change occurred after the Turkish court of the status of Hagia Sophia as the Museum established by the founders of modern Turkey Mustafa Kemal Pasha in 1934.
Based on the problem above, the question of Hagia Sophia as a Museum or mosque became crowded in the world, especially by groups who brought the return of the Islamic world no exception in Indonesia. The abundance as the idea of being sound radical and negative connotations. In fact, there are facts where the empire has stood in the period of Muslim history especially the heyday of Turkish Usmani. There are many positive things from the existence of the Islamic world. It is only that the later Biblical narrative that appears to be impressed by the presence of the ancient and unconstitutional contexts. Millennials require balanced information about the Islamic world's history from the historical approach.
This article aims to provide a brief overview of the historical trajectory of the principality since Muhammad Al-Fatih conquered Constantinople which was regarded as a remarkable conquest by the Turkish empire of Usmani, although according to some golden period literature from Turkey Usmani occurred at the time of Sulaiman Al-Qanuni in 1520-1566. This article is expected to contribute to the historical knowledge of the Ottoman Empire if it saw the context now in the context of the journey of Sultan Muhammad Al-Fatih conquering Constantinople in 1453. Hopefully with this article readers can see and know how this context of Constantinople conquest is seen from a historical point of view so that we can fully understand how our attitude as a wise human being to see the phenomenon of the pros and cons of changing the Hagia Sophia Museum into the Hagia Sophia mosque. 3   Discussion

Background of the conquest of Constantinople
Muhammad Al-Fatih received power from his father Sultan Murad II at the age of 22. Before conquering Constantinople by Muhammad Al-Fatih later renamed to Istambul who became the Turkish capital of Usmani, the Turkish capital of Usmani was Adrianopel (Edirne) conquered by Sultan Murad I since 1366 a solid foothold in mainland Europe.[footnoteRef:6] The transfer of the capital was done to make the point of movement in Europe easier. Edirne City remains the Turkish capital of Usmani until it can conquer Constantinople (Eastern Roman capital). Before mastering Constantinople because of their characteristic expansion into the Turks, a number of Ottoman conquest of Usmani to Europe sought to rival the vast ancient European state. To withstand the expansion of the Ottoman Turks, European nations sought to mobilize a number of troops later known as the Crusaders. In 1396 a re-coalition was organised by the pope and from Italy Venice could be defeated in the Battle of Nicopolis. In 1444, the pope along with a number of coalitions with a number of powers included in it the Kings of Hungary, Poland, Naples, and the Kings of Transylvania, Serbia, Venice, and Genoa launched the next crusade, which they could be defeated in the Varna war. No force could help their Christian brethren to prevent the Ottoman Empire from conquering Constantinople in the Eastern Roman Capital (Byzantine) in 1453 under the leadership of Sultan Muhammad Al-Fatih, which was a resounding victory that became a path of Muslims in the expansion and Islamisation in the Eastern European region.[footnoteRef:7] [7:  Ira M Lapidus,  (Translate). From Constantinople, the Turkic Sultanate of Usmani continued to improve liberation over the Balkan region as far as the Danube and the Aegean. Sultan Muhammad Al-Fatih, the ruler of Constantinople urged the defense of Serbian territory to the Danube in 1449. Half a century later, Turkey Usmani ruled Greece, Bosnia, Herzegovina, and Albania. One of the factors of the Ottoman Turks in mastering this area was because it was supported by the Turkish capacity of the Usmani in establishing political support from previous Byzantine slaves and Christian figures incorporated into the military duties and administration of Ottoman Turkey. In addition to the tolerance stance that Turkey Usmani in protecting the Orthodox Grecce church was also one of the attempts to get sympathy of the Balkan people.
The implication with the success of controlling the Byzantine Empire really led to a number of conversion of Islam in Anatolia, therefore it adds a new territory to the territory of Islam. Before the migration of Muslims, Greeks, Armenians, Georgians, and Syria in Anatolia were predominantly Christian. By the 15th century, more than 90% of the population had become Muslims. Before the conquest of Muhammad Al-Fatih, Muslims attempted to conquer Constantinople several times before the Ottoman era of Usmani. They are motivated by the encyclopedic prophet Muhammad of Abu Qubail says:

“When we were at the home of Abdullah bin Amr ibn Al-Ash, asked about the cities of Constantinople and Rome, which among them will first be conquered. Thus Abdullah asked to be taken a box attached. Abdullah then said, "When we are recording around the Prophet Muhammad, the Prophet Muhammad suddenly asked, which city will be conquered first, Constantinople or Rome?             Motivated by the hadith of the prophet, to be able to conquer a region, needed planning, and a mature strategy. Then Sultan Muhammad Al-Fatih. Built a fortress in the European story on the shores of the Bosphorus, opposite the fortress originally built by Sultan Bayazid I. Implication, he was able to take full control of the Strait of Bosporus and could obstruct the coming of reinforcements to Constantinople.
              At the time of the invasion of Constantinople the number of Turkish army Usmani was approximately 150 thousand personnel. In the direction of the sea, there were almost 180 vessels that could pass through the Iron Sea barrier of Constantinople.[footnoteRef:10] Precisely in 1453 Turkey Usmani could control over the city and ordered Azan to be proclaimed at the Hagia Sophia Church as an announcement that the church was transformed into a mosque. One of the most worthy things mentioned here is the Hagia Sophia church was originally the World Orthodox Christian headquarters, as the Vatican is the world's Catholic Christian headquarters.[footnoteRef:11] [10:   Douglas A.                In addition, Muhammad Al-Fatih also ordered that the city be renamed to Istambul (Islam Bul) which means Islamic city, also served as the capital of the Turkish nation of Usmani and continue to become its capital until the Turkish sultanate of Usmani in 1924 by Mustafa Kemal Pasha replaced with Modern Turkey. Thus, the Byzantine Empire fell in total after more than 8 centuries. Nevertheless, Sultan Muhammad Al-Fatih gave the freedom for the citizens of Constantinople conquered to embrace their own religion and use all their religious symbols. Turkey from the caliphate to the secular state and its influence on Muslims
	
            The impact of the remoting of the Chaliphate, Mustafa Kemal Pasha declared Modern Turkey as a secular state by removing Islam as a religion of the state in 1937. Previously Mustafa Kemal Pasha had removed the Islamic institutions in the government among them; The Syaik Al-Islam Bureau in 1924, the abolishment of the Sharia Ministry, the elimination of the Sharia court, negated the Arabic and Persian language studies in schools in 1928, negating Religious Education in schools in 1933.              During his tenure as the number one man in Turkey, the various policies of Mustafa Kemal Pasha were westernization in all aspects of life in Turkey, especially in terms of civilization. The main theme of the Westernization mind is that Turkey must be the western part of all behaviors.             The impact of this all, the Muslims in Turkey brought the revival of the Muslims pioneered by the Necmetin Erbakan, he built the Islamist movement in Turkey. One of his pupils was Recep Tayyip Erdogan with Abdullah Gul holding his teacher's successor relay. The victory of the AKP Party (Adalet Ve Kalkinma Vartisi) is the Justice and Development Party in the 2007 election with collaboration Abdullah Gul and Recep Tayyip Erdogan managed to restore the Qur'anic lessons and Hadith in public schools in Turkey and provide rules of hijab in the campuses.
           Precisely on 10 August 2004 Erdogan was elected president of Turkey through the elections. The populist and Islamist leadership of Erdogan is a concern for Muslims in the world especially those who want to want the foundation of the world's Islamic existence, including in Indonesia. Why do they see Turkey as a role model because they believe and see the historical fact that Turkey before the State of the Republic by Mustafa Kemal Pasha was the Ottoman Empire of the Ottoman Turks who became the unisex of the world Muslims. One of its historical foundations is the period of the Prophet Muhammad until Turkey Usmani was a period of caliphate. While the caliphate is a theory of state that complies with Islam. The world's most intense caliphate movement was carried by Hizbut Tahrir founded by Shaykh Taqiyuddin An-Nabhani in 1953 and formally registered in the Jordanian government, then disbanded by the Jordanian government. In Indonesia, Hizbut Tahrir's organization entered under the name Hizbut Tahrir Indonesia (HTI). By utilizing the advancement of technological science and information they pioneered Hizbut Tahrir in Indonesia (HTI) around the year 1980. Because the new order regime allowed organizations to develop in addition to Communists, the founders of HTI with underground movement assisted by the intelligence of successful infiltrated the campuses in the then co-opted of campus mosques such as the mosque of Universitas Padjajaran Bandung, Mosque of the Institute of Teaching and Educational Sciences (IKIP) Malang (now Malang State University), the Mosque of Universitas Jember, Salman mosque Institut Teknologi (ITB) Bandung and others.
The impact of those who attend college, especially the students who are not colleges of the Islamic religion is an easy place to recruit cadres because their background is more than the alumni of boarding schools. With this path as this narrative-propagating narrative is scientific and one of them by taking the past history especially when the conquest of Constantinople by Sultan Muhammad Al-Fatih in 1453 with the present context that hinting, if Muslims brought back the Sultanate as the time of the Turkish Usmani Muslims, will experience the peak of success again.
